
SANDPIPER BAG 

MARK II



The Sandpiper Bag Mark II supersedes the very successful original bag. It has been developed to make

the bag more user friendly in terms of size, weight, layout and ease of carrying.

The guidance enclosed hopefully will allow all Immediate Care providers to pack the kit with the

recommended equipment which will ensure standardisation of the amount and level of kit used

nationally.

You will see that apart from the vastly improved strapping (with in-built whistle) there are now various 

options of how the Sandpiper bag is carried. 

Some of the new and improved features include:

ÅDetachable Airway section

ÅCentrally located oxygen cylinder that can be accessed without opening the bag. (The new MGS 

Lightweight cylinders are recommended, obtainable through BASICS Scotland admin office) 

ÅStiff neck select collar incorporated into airway section

ÅSide netting to pack and secure small pieces of equipment i.e. gloves

ÅInner elastic security straps to prevent movement of contents

ÅExternal sharps bin

ÅLockable drugs pouch (accessible from outside)

ÅInsulated fluid pack (Accessible from outside)

ÅDocument pocket 

ÅDetachable drug and fluid pouches

ÅRain cover
